Young Peoples Services  
 

Our Young Peopleõs team offers support and advocacy 

to young women aged 21 or under who are groomed, 

sexually exploited or at risk of being sexually ex-

ploited.   
 

Girlsõ Group 
At the beginning of this year our Young Peopleõs team 

consulted with their clients regarding establishing a 

regular Girlsõ Group as a means of offering support 

and information sessions. Following this the group has 

had regular meetings covering issues such as STIs 

and HIV, grooming and exploitation and relationships.  
 

DVD 
We are currently in the final stages of production of 

a  training DVD which highlights issues of child sexual 

exploitation.  This has been achieved with the help of 

drama students from Leeds West Academy who have 

made a fantastic contribution to the film.  The film 

will be launched in the autumn.  
 

Child Sexual Exploitation Conference  
In April, the team presented at the  first ever West 

Yorkshire Conference on Child Sexual Exploitation at 

Morley High School.  One of our clients helped deliver 

the session, offering a very personal insight into the 

issues involved.  Despite the difficult and personal 

nature of her experiences she was able to  present to 

delegates in a mature and professional manner.  Feed-

back from delegates has been very positive.  For ex-

ample, òThankyou ...I am in awe of your strength and 

bravery.  Through your words and insight I hope to 

better support the young people I work withó. 

Adults Services  
 

Our Adult Services workers offer a range of 

safety advice and information through outreach 

sessions, visits to saunas, flats and escorts, as 

well as one-to -one appointments.  The Dodgy 

Punter scheme allows women to report assaults 

anonymously if they wish.  We also offer support 

to women considering their options and making 

positive changes in their lives.   
 

FasTest  
The Adult workers team are currently undergoing 

training which will enable Genesis to offer the 

FasTest which is a twenty minute HIV test.  This 

will complement the sexual health testing and re-

ferrals we currently offer.  
 

Art Group  
We are currently in the process of recruiting an 

Art Therapist with a view to setting up a weekly 

Art Group.  This project should  begin  this sum-

mer and it is hoped that we can develop it into a 

regular Womenõs group. 
 

21st Birthday Party  
As well as the Vagina Monologues event outlined 

overleaf we are planning a party for our clients.

Funding Success 
 

ISVA  
We have recently been successful in securing funding from the Home Office for an Independent Sexual 

Violence Advisor.  This will enable us to offer a victim -focused advocate to work with victims of recent 

and historic serious sexual crimes to enable them to access the services they need in the aftermath of 

the abuse they have experienced.   We are currently seeking match funding for this post which is of par-

ticular importance in light of recent events in Bradford.   The support of the city is vital in enabling this 

service to go ahead.  
 

Awards for All  
We have also received a grant from Awards for All through the Big Lottery Fund.  This will  enable Gene-

sis to engage a researcher to carry out a feasibility study to assess the need for enhanced service provi-

sion and recommend routes of income generation to support the costs of new services.
